the school bus as soon as possible. Jimmy steps up to

Stephen with the same smirk.

JIMMY

Hey there retard! I didn’t got a

chance to talk with you today.

Stephen ignores him and continues towards the bus.

JIMMY

Hey! I want to have a little talk

with you! You worthless loser!

STEPHEN

Quit calling me with one of your

nicknames!

CONTINUED: 2.

JIMMY

Why you bastard!

Jimmy grabs Stephen and smacks him. Stephen breaks loose and

runs towards the bus.

INT. STEPHEN’S BEDROOM - DAY

Stephen shuffles into his bedroom, climbs into his bed and

cries. He begins to daydream about the confrontation.

INT. HIGH SCHOOL HALLWAY / DAYDREAM - DAY

Stephen rushes out of class. Jimmy steps up to him with the

same smirk.

JIMMY

Hey there retard! I didn’t got a

chance to talk with you today.

Stephen ignores him and continues towards the bus.

JIMMY

Hey! I want to have a little talk

with you! You worthless loser!

STEPHEN

Quit calling me with one of your

nicknames!

JIMMY

Why you bastard!

Jimmy grabs Stephen and smacks him. However, Stephen reaches

into his pocket and pulls out a small hammer. Stephen whacks

Jimmy across the face with it.

Jimmy stumbles over. His mouth starts to bleed a lot and he

is missing some teeth. Stephen whacks him on the side of his

head with the hammer and knocks him out.

GARAGE OF STEPHEN’S HOUSE - DAY

Stephen opens the door of a dark garage shedding light into

it. He walks up to a shelf. He then pulls out a tool kit,

opens it, and takes out a small hammer.

INT. HIGH SCHOOL HALLWAY - DAY

The next day. Stephen gets out of class. He scans to find

Jimmy, but fails to find him. He walks towards his bus.

As he turns into a hallway, he spots Jimmy talking to a

teacher. Stephen quickly flips around with his back to the

wall in order to hide.

He slowly peeps his head out. Jimmy finishes the

conversation.

Jimmy then walks towards an exit. Stephen follows him. Jimmy

is completely unaware of this.

Stephen grabs his pocket which holds a bulky object.

However, Stephen turns his

head as the voice of an adult male yells from within the

house. Some commotion erupts inside and then screams of pain

emit from it.

Seconds later, Jimmy storms out of the back door and towards

the front yard. He runs with a limp. Stephen gets into

position and takes the hammer out. He raises it above his

shoulder.
